 Task Evaluation Tool

Evaluating a task for 3-Dimensionality:  Making sense of something (a phenomenon) involves accessing information, processing that information, and then producing something to explain understanding.  Reasoning is involved in processing the information, and in “explaining” understanding about the phenomenon.  These pieces – processing, producing, and reasoning -- provide evidence of how the student is making sense.  This evaluation tool is designed to help you think through how well a task elicits evidence of students’ capacities with the SEPs and CCC.
It’s recommended to fill this out electronically.
Name of Task: 
	A. What information/data will students use in this task?  Think beyond what is provided in the task.  Identifying prior knowledge that’s essential for task completion and how students get that knowledge is also important.  

	

	B. How will students process the information/data?  Processing usually involves interpreting, organizing to bring clarity, or synthesizing information.   What SEP(s) will students use and how will they process? (more than one may be present)


	Using Appendix F, verify that the students will use the SEP(s) appropriately for their grade level.  Document how use of SEP is appropriate, or how the use of the SEP is lacking.  Include exact wording from Appendix F if it’s applicable.

Does it seem that students will be processing information in a way that is not explicit in App F?  This could happen, and if so, explain.  


	C. What will students produce to share their understanding? What SEP(s) will they use to produce?  This will be different from the SEP(s) used to process (section B).


	Using Appendix F, verify that the students will use the SEP(s) appropriately for their grade level.  Document how use of SEP is appropriate, or how the use of the SEP is lacking.  Include exact wording from Appendix F if it’s applicable.


	D. How will students reason in this experience?  Which of the 7 CCCs will the students use to help process and provide a rationale to justify their understanding of the data/information used?   (more than one may be present)  Include exact wording from Appendix G if it’s applicable.



	Using Appendix G, verify that students will use the CCC(s) appropriately for their grade level.  Document how use of CCC is appropriate, or how the use of the CCC is lacking for appropriate use at this grade level.


	E. What “content” or core idea is present in the task as the context?  To what grade level does the content align (preferably, current or previous grade level)?  Although TCTs are designed to get evidence of SEPs and CCCs, use of content is always present and some evidence of level student understanding for content is revealed by engagement with the task.  


	F. Now that you’ve studied how students will process, produce, and reason through this task, evaluate how the task is worded to effectively elicit the intended evidence?  Identify the specific words in the task that elicit the evidence identified in B, C and D.
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
