	One Teach, One Assist

(Shadow Teaching)
	Provides instruction for the entire class.
	Directs the attention of a few students to critical elements within the lesson.

	Teaming-

(Speak and Add)
 “confused student”
	Takes primary responsibility for delivering the lesson
	Adds to the lesson by asking prompted and unprompted questions, restating important information, (vocabulary, essential concepts) asking for clarification (referencing), and adding new information by way of anecdotes, examples, short stories, etc. 

	Teaming

(Speak and Chart)
	Takes primary responsibility for delivering the lesson 
	Shares in the delivery of the lesson using the chalkboard, overhead, or chart paper to record important information. (Graphic organizers, note-taking outlines, vocabulary, directions, etc.)

	One Teach, One Observe 

(Lead & Support)
 “role exchange”

	Takes primary responsibility for planning, delivery, monitoring, and evaluation of student learning during  a unit of instruction 
	Shares  responsibility for planning, delivery, monitoring, and evaluation of student learning during  a unit of instruction. (Data collection)



	Skill Groups


	Takes responsibility for one or two groups for a period of time after a formative assessment.
	Takes responsibility for one or two groups for a period of time after a formative assessment.

	Alternative Teaching
	Provides instruction to majority of the students
	Re-teaches or pre-teaches concepts, adapts instruction, provides guided and independent practice or extensions for a temporarily developed small group of students.

	Station Teaching
	Delivers a portion of the content while students rotate through stations.
	Delivers a portion of the content while students rotate through stations.



	Parallel Teaching


	Both teachers plan the unit of instruction and design the daily lessons together. The class splits into two groups. Both teachers teach the exact lesson, thereby decreasing the teacher/student ratio.

Based on NCLB, initial delivery of content must be conducted by a teacher who is HQ in the content area being taught. If the special education teacher is not HQ, roles may shift after initial instruction has taken place. If the special education teacher is HQ, roles may shift at any time. Groups are temporarily formed based on needs of the students in the classroom.
